1. As a class, research democracy and various methods of democratic decision making. 

What is the difference between decision making by a democratic majority vs. a consensus? 

Come up with an issue that needs to be resolved democratically in your classroom.  Form a general assembly and determine as a group the best approach to a democratic resolution. 

2. Make a list of five things that you are discontent with. What changes would you like to see made?  Examples: There aren't enough computers in my classroom; the price of my favorite _______ has gone up; my mom works too many hours. 

Sign Making: Now pick one from your list and make a slogan about it to put on your sign. Everyone go around the room and say what slogan you put on your sign and why.

1. “Ten Years Later: Still Waging War in Afghanistan”: Refer to this map from the Global Education Project

Drawing Activity: Create your very own food pyramid that would provide balanced nutrition. 

3. "California's DREAM Act a Reality": Explain to your students what the DREAM Act is about. Ask them: Why do you think the DREAM act is called the DREAM act?  Based on what the act does, do you think that the name is appropriate?
